Exam success

We would like to start by congratulating all the children who took part in the graded presentations and exams on 23rd and 24th March. The children did exceptionally well, with everyone achieving Merit and Distinction. Well done! The addition of two classes per week certainly helped the children to improve their technical ability and to develop confidence in their performance skills.

Summer Exam Session

As we outlined in our last newsletter, we are aiming to hold more frequent exam sessions, therefore allowing our students the flexibility of taking exams and presentation classes when they are ready, rather than waiting for a once yearly event! We are very pleased to say that the next exam session will be taking place on 13th July this year. Following the success of the previous exam session, we would once again like to advise you that two classes per week in preparation for an exam are vital, and as you can see from our latest exam session, it also achieves brilliant results. Children should try to continue with two classes per week once they have reached Grade Two as this really helps to keep the momentum going.

Summer Schools

We are very excited to be running three brand new Summer Schools this year. The first is a Princess and the Pea themed week taking place from Monday 26th July to Friday 30th July. The children will spend a fun-filled week learning dances and making props and sets for a performance on Friday 30th July. We are then holding a graded exam coaching week from Monday 16th August, where children who attend will have the opportunity to be accelerated through to their next exam. Our final Summer School is for our most senior students who will spend a week from Monday 23rd August taking part in intensive Intermediate training, during which they will strengthen their technique and learn repertoire from famous ballets: we do hope you can join us for the Summer Schools. We’re increasing to 11 weeks
We are always striving to achieve the best for our students and therefore we’re very pleased to be increasing the length of each term to eleven weeks instead of ten.  In our previous rented locations, it was always a challenge to fit our syllabus study into 10 weeks, so now we have our own premises we can really take advantage of the extra time available. Bearing this in mind, the annual percentage increase to fees has been kept to a minimum, despite the increase costs incurred in running our own premises.

New Classes
